EYES

- Prior to entry to Nursery, Natalie
Skidmore (Assistant Head Teacher for
SEND) visits settlngs/ homes to talk to
staff/parents and observe the
children; information on SEND is
shared at this point and any action
needed is taken. Staff may L‘dentlfy
children with SEND bg information
received from the parents or Early
Years Inclusion Su,o,oort. Early Years
Intervention Grant would be applted
for and in place for the child’s entry
to nursery or shartly after. This is
realololled for every 12 weeks.

- Prior to entry to Recelottcm Natalie
Skidmore (Assistant Head Teacher for
SEND) visits settings to talk to staff
and observe the children; information
on SEND is shared at this point and
any action needed is taken. Children
who have received 7 % hours or more
Early Years Intervention Grant
fundtng will have double this support
funded for their first two terms in
Rece,otéon.. During this time a CAM
may be held to request an EHCP.
