Dear Parents and Carers,

We're excited to let you know that we'll be having an Art Day at school on Thursday 2nd July
2026. This special day will be all about creativity and imagination. The children get the chance
to practise and consolidate a variety of art skills that they have been learning this year — from
painting and drawing to collage, sculpture and more.

Please see the following art areas that the children will be focussing on in each year group:
Nursery, Sunshine class and Rainbow class will be exploring colour through colour mixing.

Reception will be exploring the Sculpture & 3D topic called ‘Creation station. They will be
exploring with clay and playdough by making animal sculptures.

Year 1 will be working with an artist in residence named Mark Riley on Wednesday 1st July who
will be developing their gross motor painting with collage.
